Animal Picture Activity (How to cite pictures off of Google)  (2 Sessions)
When you are doing a report or project and you include a picture that is not your own, it is very important that you give credit to the person who made/took the picture. This is called a Citation.  Today the students will learn how to copy and paste pictures from the Internet into a Microsoft Word document, and create a citation for that picture. 
Demonstrate:
-Go to Google - type in first animal then the word picture (ex. Ant pictures, or Ant pic)
-Find a picture of an ant you like and right click on the picture
-Choose copy
-Go to your word document, right click anywhere on the page, and choose paste
-Format the image by double clicking on the picture and choosing from the menu text wrapping - behing text (this allows you to move the picture around the page)


Have students try finding a picture and adding it to Microsoft Office
Demonstrate:
-Now we have to add a citation, but we need a place to put the citation... in a text box.
-Click on insert- text box and move the text box underneath the picture.
Have students go to their computers and add a text box
Demonstrate:
-What a picture citation is: "Website URL". Date accessed.
-Go back to website where you got your picture and right click on the URL and choose copy
-Go to Microsoft Word and click INSIDE the text box, then right click and choose paste.  Then type today's date.
Have students go to their computers and try this.
 
Now have students continue this with the other animals for practice.
